A Captioner carefully 
prepares and cues 
text that appears in 
real time on units 
placed to the side of 
the stage, centrally or 
within the set.

Hearing assistance 
systems tend to be 
used alongside 
captioning.  

BSL interpreted 
performances allow 
people who are Deaf 
or for whom British 
Sign Language is 
their first or preferred 
language access to 
live performance.

BSL interpreters 
provide a linguistic 
and artistic 
interpretation. The 
interpreter mostly 
stands to one side of 
the stage but some-
times interpreters are 
involved in the 
staging or the 
performance. 

Audio Described 
performances 
support people who 
are blind or partially 
sighted to access live 
performance.  

An Audio Describer 
meets audience 
members to introduce 
set and characters by 
providing verbal
description which 
continues during the 
performance via a 
headset.
